Tags will be available at the 

4-H Office until Wednesday, August 3,  and at the fairgrounds during setup. 

 

Every reasonable precaution will be taken to protect entries while they are on exhibit at the 

fairgrounds, but projects are entered at the risk of the exhibitor. 

 

A entries (with the exception of Cloverbud exhibit) will be judged by the Danish system, 

placing Excellent, Very Good, and Good.  A Best in Show Ribbon will be awarded in each 

category and in each age category at the discretion of the judges.  Honorable Mentions 

(second places) also will be awarded at the discretion of the judges. 

 

Exhibits are divided into three age categories.  Please enter grade completed in June 

2011. 

Cloverbud exhibit:  Children in grades K-3.  These are not judged.  They are intended to 

showcase projects of younger children.  Cloverbud exhibits will receive a participation ribbon.  

See pages 21-23 for project sections.  Use yellow exhibitor tags. 

Junior youth grades 4-8:  Use green exhibitor tags. 

Senior youth grades 9-13:  Use blue exhibitor tags.
